Islam – 5
Introduction:

We now turn our attention to examining issues and topics where Islam and Christianity are in conflict.

Body:

I.   God
Islam – Believes in one God but rejects the Trinity.  (Surah 5)
Christianity – Teaches there is one God (John 1:1) and the Godhead has three distinct personalities:  Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.                  (Matthew 3:16-17, Matthew 28:19)  

II.   Jesus
Islam – 
· Believes in the virgin birth.  (Surah 3)

· Believes He was born under a palm tree.  (Surah 19)

· Believes Jesus was an apostle, but not the Son of God. (Surah 4)

· Believes that to say Jesus was the Son of God is blasphemy.  (Surah 2)

· Does not believe in the crucifixion or the resurrection.  (Surah 4)

Christianity – 

· Jesus is the Son of God.  (Matthew 16:13-17)

· He is eternal with the Father.  (John 1:1-3)

· Jesus was crucified and raised from the dead.                      (John 19:17-23, John 20:1-9)

III.   Salvation
Islam – 

· Teaches salvation is by works and good deeds.  Righteousness is weighed against evil works, sins.  Which ever is greater determines one’s destiny.  (Surah 39)

· One becomes a Muslim by confessing “There is no other god but Allah, and Muhammad is the prophet of Allah.”

· Paradise awaits the one who dies as a martyr for Islam.

Christianity – 

· Teaches that one is saved by grace through a faith that is obedient.  (Titus 3:4-8)

· Jesus is the source of salvation to all who obey Him.       (Hebrews 5:9)

· Jesus’ death on the cross and the shedding of His blood atones for our sins.  (Romans 3:23-25)

· One becomes a Christian by believing Jesus died for our sins.  (Romans 10:9-10); repenting (Acts 17:30-31); confessing faith in Jesus as the Christ, the Son of God (Romans 10:9-10); and being baptized for the remission of sins.  (Acts 2:38, Acts 22:16)
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
